PRC Provider Agreement

Asof July 1, 2008, is entering into an agreement with the Scioto
County Department of Job and Family Services (SCDJFS) to provide car repair servicesto eigible
gpplicants for the Scioto County Prevention, Retention, and Contingency Program.

This agreement shdl be in effect for one year from the date specified above.

agrees to the following terms of the agreement.

1. Estimate: Provide afree estimate of the necessary repairs needed to insurethe vehicleisin
asafe, operationd condition at the request of the owner. (See attached list of
covered repairs.)

2. Guarantee: Guarantee any repairs for 30 days. Guarantee must include parts and labor.

3. Invoice: Submit detailed monthly invoicesto the SCDJFS, identifying the client, work
completed and the cost. A receipt sSigned by the owner of the vehicle must
accompany the invoice.

4. Payment. SCDJFSwill make payment or provide awritten denid within 30 days of
receipt of theinvoice. The provider shdl release the vehicle to the owner upon
competition of thework and isin receipt of an authorization for payment from SCDJFS.

5. Termination:

(2) This agreement may be terminated upon thirty day written notice by either party.

(2) This agreement may be terminated immediatdly in the event there isaloss of funding,
upon discovery of noncompliance with any federa or state law, rules, regulations or
violaion of any provisonsof this agreemen.

6. Allowable Cost: SCDFJISwill only remit for cost prior authorized by the agency.

7. Independent Contractor: Providers and employees of the Provider will act in performance
of this agreement in an independent capacity, and not as officers or
employees or agents of the State of Ohio or the SCDJFS.

8. Duplicate Billing: Provider warrants that claims made to SCDJFS for payment for
services shdl, be for actua services rendered to digible individuas and do not
duplicate clams made by Provider to other sources of public funds for the same project.

9. Financial Records. The Provider shal maintain independent books, records, payroll,
other supporting documents, income verifications, accounting procedures and practices
which suffidently and properly reflect al direct and indirect costs of any nature expended



in the performance of this agreement. Such records shall be subject to al reasonable
time for ingpection, review, or audit by duly authorized federd, state, SCDJFS personnel.
Such records shdl also be subjected to individud or entity selected for the audit

required by Article 10 of this agreement.

10. Responsibility for Audit Exceptions. Provider agreesto accept responsihility for
receiving, replying to, and/or complying with any audit exception by appropriate sate or
federa audit related to the provisons of this agreement.

11. Liability Requirements (other than audit): Provider agrees, to the extent permissible
by law, to hold the SCDJFS harmless from liahility, suits, losses, judgments, damages or
other demands brought as aresult of its actions or omissons in performance of this
agreement.

12. Breach and Default: Upon breach or default of any of the provisions, obligations,
or duties embodied in this agreement, the parties may exercise any adminidretive,
contractud, equitable, or legal remedies available, without limitations. The waiver of
any occurrence of breach or default is not awaiver of such occurrence, and the parties
retain the right to exercise dl remedies mentioned herein.

13. Confidentiality: The Provider agreesthat they shdl not use any information, systems or
records made available to either party for any purpose other than to fulfill the

obligations specified herein. The Provider shall be bound by the confidentiaity

regulations of the SCDJFS and al gpplicable state and federd confidentidity laws.

14. Civil Rights: SCDJFS and provider agree that in the performance of this agreement
or in the hiring of any employees for the performance under this agreement, there shall

be no discrimination againg any client or any employee because of race, sex, religion,
nationa origin, or any other factor as specified in Title VI of the civil Rights Act of 1964
and subsequent amendments. It is further agreed that the Provider will comply will al
appropriate federal and state laws regarding such discrimination and the right to any
method of apped will be made available to al persons served under this agreement. Any
Provider found to be out of compliance with this Article may be subject to investigation
by the Office of Civil Rights of the Department of Hedth and Human Services and
termination of this agreement.

16. Accessibility to the Public: SCDJFS and Provider agree to make dl reasonable efforts
to dlow public access to the program by providing convenient hours for public

contact, and adequate availability of gaff for public inquirers.

17. Accessibility to the Handicapped: The provider agrees as a condition of the
agreement to comply with Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended
(29 U.S.C. 794), dl requirementsimpaosed by the applicable HHS regulations (45 CFR,
Part 84) and dl guidelines and interpretations issued pursuant thereto. Any Provider
found to be out of compliance with this Article may be subject to investigation by the
Office of Civil Rights of the Department of Hedlth and Human Services and termination
of this agreement.

19. Amendment of Agreement: This agreement may be modified or amended provided
that any such modification or amendment isin writing and is Sgned by the principles of
both parties. It isagreed, however, that any amendments to laws, rules, or regulations
cited herein will result in the correative modification of the agreement without the

necessity for executing written amendment.

20. Child Support Enforcement: Provider agreesto cooperate with SCDJFS and any
Ohio Child Support Enforcement Agency (CSEA) in ensuring employees of the
Provider meet child support obligations established under ate law. Further, by
executing this agreement, the Provider certifies present and future compliance with any
court order for the withholding of support which isissued pursuant to sections 3113.21
and 3113.217 of the Ohio Revised Code.

21. Partial Invalidity: A judicid or adminigrative finding, order or decison that any part of
this agreement isillegd or invaid shdl not invdidate the remainder of this agreement.

22. Compliance with Federal and State L aws, Rules and Regulations: The Provider
and the SCDJFS agree to comply with dl federd and state laws, rules, regulations, and
auditing standards which are applicable to the performance of this agreement.

23. Resolution of Disputes: The provider and SCDJFS agree that their respective heads
shdl resolve any disputes between themsel ves concerning respongbilities under of
performance of any of the terms of this agreemen.
